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Overview: As part of the IB program in grades 9 and 10, students are 
known as MYP students (Middle Years Program).  MYP is designed for 

ALL students so that they will be exposed to the IB philosophy and 
skills, regardless of whether they decide to enter the rigorous IBDP 
program or the college & career ready IBCC program.   
Some components to the MYP curriculum: 

¶ Internationalism: Preparing students to live in a global world 

will mean encouraging all students to take a second language 

and asking students to participate in the service of others 

¶ Real-World Relevance: MYP asks that all instruction be 

relevant, real-world, inquiry based and goal-oriented. (See
